In the summer of 1986, Frannie and Billy (Shane West, Gotham, 
and Sprague Grayden, A Million Little Things) uproot their urban 
family and move to the suburbs of Kansas City.

Few films connect to the impetus and ideals that encapsulate Three 
Dollar Bill Cinema’s 25 years more than VITO. 

As a young film student, Vito Russo was present at the Stonewall riots, 
after which he would become one of the most outspoken and inspiring 
activists for LGBTQ equal rights. He was a pivotal member of three well-
known organizations during their formative years: the Gay Activists Alli-
ance, the Gay & Lesbian Alliance Against Defamation, and ACT UP.   As 
director Jeffrey Schwarz recalls, “Vito participated in every significant 
milestone in the gay liberation movement—and...his story was also the 
story of our community.” He continued writing, lecturing, speaking out, 
and acting up until just before his death from AIDS in 1990.

Russo is most known for writing The Celluloid Closet, a groundbreaking 
book that explored the ways in which gays and lesbians were portrayed 
on film, and how these negative images were at the root of society’s 
homophobia. As an assistant editor on the film version of that book, 
Schwarz discovered the depth of his future documentary subject. “I 
learned about the years Vito spent battling AIDS as both a person with the 
disease and a passionate and angry agent for change. Although he didn’t 
live long enough to see much of the progress he had been hoping for, his 
work forever changed the landscape for those living with the disease.”

This award-winning documentary includes rare archival footage of Vito at 
gay rallies and celebrations, stories from family and celebrities, and clips 
from a variety of LGBTQ films. A live conversation with director Jeffrey 
Schwarz, moderated by former TDBC director Jason Plourde, will be held 
following the film on Friday, October 16, at 6:00pm.

Hearing Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony for the first time changed 
Daniel Bartholomew-Poyser’s life forever, and in this inspiring 
documentary, we see him—the first openly gay Black conductor 
in Canada and a regular conductor with the San Francisco and 
Vancouver symphonies—using his passion to bring live classical 
music to people identifying as “different,” like he does. Having 
struggled with his own sexuality, Bartholomew-Poyser believes 
music can help unite and uplift everyone beyond race, class, and 
gender.

This unorthodox film chronicles his concerts in a women’s prison 
and teaming up with Thorgy Thor (from RuPaul’s Drag Race and 
also a classically trained violinist) to create the first orchestral 
drag show in Canada.

Studious high school student Ellie (Sophie Hawkshaw) has fallen 
for rebellious Abbie (Zoe Terakes) and plans to ask her to the 
formal dance. The very public proposal to her crush is all laid out 
in her mind when unsolicited assistance appears in the form of 
her dead aunt Tara, who declares herself Ellie’s “fairy godmother” 
and proceeds to share dating tips based on her experiences as a 
lesbian in the 1980s. Ellie gets more than she bargained from this 
opinionated ghost, but as much as she wants to ignore the advice, 
she finds that some of the suggestions are actually useful (others 
not so much!). Director Monica Zanetti cast the film with a number 
of queer performers, which makes for an enjoyable, authentic, 
and very funny teen lesbian rom-com.

Using archival images and dramatizations, episode 3 focuses on 
the American civil rights movement and features the true stories 
of Lorraine Hansberry (Samira Wiley, The Handmaid’s Tale), who 
wrote the groundbreaking play A Raisin in the Sun; Bayard Rustin 
(Keiynan Lonsdale, LOVE, SIMON); and José Sarria (Jai Rodri-
guez, Queer Eye for the Straight Guy), who performed comic 
operas in drag at the Black Cat.

On a beautiful Roman terrace, Arturo and Alessandro (Stefano 
Accorsi and Edoardo Leo), a handsome, fortysomething, long-
term gay couple, are celebrating their marriage but clearly in 
crisis.

Discovering Tomer has nowhere 
else to stay, Michael offers him the couch in exchange for the 
free spirit showing him around the energetic local scene. They 
couldn’t be more different, though: Michael is 55, married, and 
long settled into life with his husband. Tomer is young and messy, 
with little responsibility and some unbending and free-spirited 
beliefs about life. Over seven days, they learn about each other in 
unexpected ways.

Having premiered at Tribeca Film Festival, this quiet yet pas-
sionate drama, the latest film by the always-anticipated director 
Eytan Fox (YOSSI & JAGGER, THE BUBBLE), evokes humor, 
charm, and human connection.

Years before "Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell," Col. Patsy Thompson was 
forced to expel US Army hero Colonel Margarethe Cammer-
meyer for being a lesbian. What no one knew was that Thompson 
was as well. The way Thompson handled the military trial, 
however, led to Cammermeyer’s reinstatement via federal court 
and an eventual change in military policy. While Cammermeyer’s 
memoir was adapted as a 1995 television movie by Barbra Strei-
sand, Thompson’s story remained a secret...until now. In addition 
to revealing history, SURVIVING THE SILENCE explores Thomp-
son’s life with now-wife Barbara Brass. They candidly share how 
they wrestled with heart-wrenching choices in public and in 
private—hiding their relationship and struggling to protect their 
love while preserving Patsy's career—and how they emerged to 
become vibrant activists later in life.
